Abstract

Children’s literature plays a decisive role in shaping early reading habits, emotional intelligence, and
perceptions of learning environments. Among recurring themes, libraries and books occupy a
distinctive place as symbols of imagination, access, and intellectual freedom. This paper presents a
thematic qualitative analysis of selected children’s books that centre on libraries, librarians, and
reading practices. Using a descriptive content analysis approach, the study examines how libraries are
represented as inclusive and transformative spaces, how librarians function as mentors and
facilitators, and how books are personified to foster emotional attachment and ethical information
behaviour.

Children' s literature reflects and strengthens this role by showing libraries as
democratic spaces open to everyone, including marginalized and underserved groups. Stories about

This study examines children' s books about libraries as cultural texts that support literacy growth and
awareness of libraries. By placing these stories within an LIS framework, the paper emphasizes their
importance for librarians, educators, and researchers focused on reading promotion and early

information literacy.

Literature Review

Research on children’s literature has consistently emphasised its role in early literacy development,
reading motivation, and cognitive growth. Scholars argue that narrative exposure during childhood
significantly influences language acquisition, comprehension skills, and lifelong reading habits.
Within this broader field, books that foreground libraries and reading spaces occupy a distinct yet

underexplored niche in library and information science research.
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Studies in literacy education suggest that positive emotional experiences associated with books and
reading environments enhance intrinsic motivation to read (Gambrell, 2011). When libraries are
depicted as welcoming and imaginative spaces in children’s literature, young readers are more likely
to develop favorable attitudes toward library use. Such findings align with Krashen’s (2004) work on
free voluntary reading, which highlights access to engaging reading materials as a cornerstone of

literacy development.

From an LIS perspective, several researchers have examined libraries as social and cultural
institutions rather than merely information repositories. Wiegand (2015) emphasizes that libraries
function as community-centered spaces shaped by users’ lived experiences. Children’s books that
portray libraries as inclusive, supportive, and community-oriented mirror this conceptual shift and

introduce these values at an early age.

The portrayal of librarians in children’s literature has also attracted scholarly attention. Subramaniam,
Ahn, and Fleischmann (2012) note that librarians in youth-oriented narratives often serve as mediators
between children and information, reinforcing the profession’s educational and mentoring role. Such
representations contribute to a positive professional image and may influence children’s willingness

to seek help within library environments.

Despite these contributions, existing literature reveals a gap in systematic thematic analyses of
children’s books that explicitly focus on libraries and library books. Most studies address reading
motivation or literacy outcomes without closely examining how libraries themselves are narratively
framed. The present study addresses this gap by analyzing children’s library-centered literature

through an LIS lens, thereby extending existing scholarship on reading culture and library education.
Methodology

The study adopts a qualitative descriptive and thematic content analysis approach, which is widely
used in LIS and educational research for examining narrative texts and cultural representations. This
method allows for an in-depth interpretation of meanings, values, and messages embedded within

children’s literature.
The analysis was structured around five thematic dimensions:

«Libraries as Spaces — Depictions of libraries as magical, safe, rule-based, or transformative
environments

«Role of Librarians — Librarians as mentors, facilitators, educators, or community leaders

«Personification of Books — Emotional and moral values attached to books as objects and

companions
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«Access and Inclusion — Libraries as tools for social equity and democratic access to knowledge
«Educational Messaging — Promotion of reading habits, library etiquette, and respect for shared

resources

A purposive sampling technique was employed to select children’s books that explicitly feature
libraries, librarians, books, or reading as central narrative elements. The corpus includes picture books
and middle-grade fiction published in English, representing school libraries, public libraries, mobile

libraries, and community-based initiatives.

Each text was subjected to close reading and manual coding. Analytical categories were developed
iteratively, focusing on representations of library space, librarian roles, emotional framing of books,
themes of access and inclusion, and implicit educational messages related to reading and information

use.
The study is limited to textual analysis and does not include reader-response surveys or usage data.
Limitations

The study is limited to English-language children’s literature and relies solely on textual analysis. It
does not include empirical data such as reader-response studies or circulation statistics. However, the
thematic focus provides valuable insights into cultural representations of libraries in children’s

narratives.

A recurring narrative strategy in children’s literature is the personification of books. Titles such as
The Lonely Book present books as emotional beings capable of longing, neglect, and fulfillment. This

approach allows children to develop empathy toward books and understand the importance of care,
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sharing, and preservation. Through emotional storytelling, children learn that books are not disposable

objects but meaningful cultural resources that connect readers across time and space.
Librarians as Facilitators of Learning

Librarians in children’s books are often portrayed as patient guides who help children discover stories
that resonate with their interests and identities. In Miss Brooks Loves Books (and I Don’t), the
librarian’s role is framed as supportive rather than authoritative, reinforcing the idea that guidance and
encouragement are essential to developing reading confidence.

In the context of reading promotion
and literacy campaigns, library-themed children’s books portray reading as an enjoyable and
meaningful activity rather than a compulsory academic task, encouraging voluntary reading habits and
supporting the development of positive reading identities from an early age. From an educational
standpoint, these narratives also strengthen school-library collaboration, as teachers and librarians can
jointly use them to align classroom literacy objectives with library use, reinforcing the librarian’s role
as an educational partner and positioning the library as an extension of the learning environment.
Furthermore, many such stories highlight libraries that reach beyond traditional buildings, including
mobile libraries and community-based services, which has important implications for community
outreach, particularly in rural and underserved areas, by emphasizing access, inclusion, and social
responsibility.

Shifting of insurgency from Kashmir Valley to Jammu and Emerging
Tactics of Attacks

Abstract

The insurgency in Jammu and Kashmir region has been concentrated in the Kashmir Valley,
characterized by complex interplay of socio-political grievances, militant activity, and state responses.
However, recent trends indicated a significant shift of insurgent activities towards the Jammu region,
which is strategically very important. While, insurgent as well as terror groups were silent for a long
period of time post removal of article 370, this new trend has forced the government as well academia
to revisit the situation in the region.

Despite having plethora of existing literature on the situation of Kashmir and other factors related to
it, there is a research gap regarding the recent developments in the state and shifting of insurgent
activities from Kashmir to Jammu. To fill the gap, the paper explores the dynamics of this shift and
critical factors contributing to relocation of insurgency and the implications for the national security
of the country by tracing the historical context as well as current developments and key factors
involved in it.

The study employs a multi-disciplinary approach to examinethe geo-political situation as well
asexplore new tools and tactics of insurgency.This work underscores the importance of addressing the
underlying issues that facilitate the spread of insurgency, emphasizing the need for a nuanced
approach to conflict resolution in Jammu and Kashmir to provide a comprehensive understanding of
this emerging phenomenon.

Introduction

The nature of militancy in Kashmir has changed over period of time. The nature, recruitment process,
ideological beliefs of terror groups, the way of functioning and targeted areas of these terror groups
have seen changes according to their strategies. The insurgency in the Kashmir Valley is deeply
intertwined with the region's complex history, political disputes, and socio-economic conditions.
From its roots in the partition of British India to its peak in the 1990s and its transformation in the
2000s and 2010s, the insurgency has been shaped by both internal dynamics and external influences,
particularly the role of Pakistan. The recent changes in the region's political status, particularly the
revocation of Article 370, have added a new layer of complexity to the conflict, with uncertain
implications for the future of peace and stability in the region. This has also resulted in the Pahalgam
attack, where innocent people were shot dead by the terrorists on the basis of their religion.

The increased military presence in Jammu & Kashmir before and after the Pahalgam attack has made
things difficult for militant groups and the government's intensified military operations have
weakened the militant networks. This pressure has led to a shift in focus of terrorists and insurgent
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groups towards the Jammu region. The Jammu’s relatively lower security presence compared to the
Kashmir Valley has been exploited by militant groups to establish new bases and launch attacks.

As Khalid (2020) argues that the Pulwama attack reflected aa change in the tactics of terror groups in
the matter of training, recruitment pattern and the use of social media platforms by these new terror
outfits. Such developments take place almost on regular basis but they have changed drastically after
the removal of article 370. These development must be examined to build a holistic and multi-
dimensional understanding about the nature of problem and itslong term impact.

This paper seeks to examine the changing dynamics of insurgency in Jammu and Kashmir by focusing
on the emerging trend of militant relocation from the Kashmir Valley to Jammu. It analyses the
historical context of insurgency, the role of various militant organizations, the evolving tactics of
attacks, and the implications of these developments for India’s national security. By situating recent
incidents within a broader historical and strategic framework, the study aims to provide a
comprehensive understanding of the evolving nature of insurgency in the region and the challenges it
poses to long-term peace and stability.

Evolution and Historical Transition of Insurgency in the Jammu & Kashmir

The history of Kashmir conflict goes back to the British rule and partition of India - Pakistan, 1947.
The conflict between India and Pakistan over Kashmir began before 1947 but escalated after
independence. The British government decided Kashmir’s fate and left the beautiful valley into
chaos(Mangrio, 2012). Post-partition, the princely states were not given the paramountcy and were
given three options of either to join India, Pakistan or stay independent. This decision led towards
uncertainty and confusion in the country.

Mabharaja Hari Singh had a mixed feeling to keep the Jammu & Kashmir independent or join India,
while, Pakistan wanted it to join Pakistan highlighting the Muslim majority population (Mangrio,
2012). Later on, in a desperate move, Pakistan attacked Jammu & Kashmir, first with its tribal
population and then with its army. At the end, to get the help from India and join it Maharaja signed
the instrument of accession and J&K became integral part of the country (The Carter Center, 2002).

After the defeat in the war, Pakistan wanted United Nations to get involved and resolve the conflict:
Pakistan tried involving UN to make Kashmir issue an international issue but India’s stand was very
clear about Kashmir that it is a part of India and nature of the conflict is bilateral. Moreover, Kashmir
belongs to India without any question, the proof for that was ‘Instrument of accession’. Stillln 1948,
the UN Security Council passed resolutions calling for a ceasefire and a plebiscite to allow the people
of Kashmir to determine their future. However, these resolutions were never implemented because
both the parties were against some of the provisions of it (Westcott, 2020).

Wars between India and Pakistan in 1965, 1971, 1999 made it more complex and Pakistan also kept
changing its approach for waging proxy war against India. India tried to deal with the challenges by
increasing military presence, building ties with the locals, and by dealing with different actors as well
as regional parties, but did not get adequate success (The Carter Center, 2002).

Emergence of Armed Insurgency in the Kashmir valley in late 1980s marked the beginning of a
crucial security concern for the country, initially led by groups like the Jammu and Kashmir
Liberation Front (JKLF). The insurgency was fuelled by the separatist ideologies and supported by
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Pakistan, which provided training and resources to several militant groups.The imposition of
President’s rule in J&K coupled with political opposition and allegations of electoral fraud in 1987 in
the state elections, set the stage for widespread disillusionment among the Kashmiri population,
primarily amongst Kashmiri Hindus. This period saw the emergence of militant groups advocating for
independence or merger with Pakistan and they were supported by internal as well as external
Pakistani actors. (Leather, 2004)

1990s saw the height of the insurgency (1990s), which saw intense violence in the Kashmir Valley,
with militant groups like Hizbul Mujahideen gaining prominence. The Indian government responded
with a heavy military presence, leading to the propaganda of human right violation by separatist
organizations while impacting Hindu population negatively which ultimately resulted in the mass
exodus of the Kashmiri Pandit community. It not only resulted in the expulsion of Kashmiri Pandits
but also raised serious concerns about the future of the state. 2000s saw a transformation of the
insurgency as it started declining, partly due to a shift in global orientation towards terrorism after
9/11 and successful counterinsurgency operations by India. However, the insurgency persisted, with
new tactics and organizations like Lashkar-e-Taiba (LeT) and Jaish-e-Mohammed (JeM) emerging.
(Leather, 2004)

2020s saw a huge shift in the nature and scope of terrorism and separatism in the state because of
removal of article 370 as well as strict decisions taken by the government of India to curb the
problem. While, the acts of terrorism got silent because of these efforts in the earlier phase, but the
acts again got the speed in the 2024.

Pakistan as the epicentre of international terrorism and its role in Jammu insurgency

The present situation in Jammu has been the result of multiple factors like militarization of Kashmir
valley, which pushed the infiltrates to other places, role of Pakistan in supporting the terrorism and
availability of a less militarized region in form of Jammu. Pakistan’s negative role in waging proxy
war has been very clear to the world, the encompassing direct support for militant groups, facilitation
of cross-border infiltration, provision of financial and logistical resources, and engagement in
propaganda and psychological warfare are some of the activities done by Pakistan.These efforts are
driven by Pakistan’s strategic objectives, including the desire to keep the Kashmir issue alive and
create instability in the region. The sustained support for insurgency in Jammu underscores the
ongoing challenges in Indo-Pak relations and the broader implications for regional security. (Ministry
of External Affairs, 19 January 2004)

The role of Pakistan in facilitating these recent attacks cannot be overlooked, as many of the militants
involved are believed to have crossed over from Pakistan, with direct or indirect support from its
military and intelligence agencies.Financial and logistical support by Pakistanhas been a
challenging task for India. Pakistan is having funding networks through which it provides funds
to militant groups, including Hawala networks, charitable organizations, and direct transfers. It is
crucial for sustaining insurgent activities in Jammu (Ministry of External Affairs, 19 January 2004)

Pakistan has also been supplying the arms and ammunition to militants’ operatives in Jammu.
These supplies often include sophisticated weapons such as assault rifles, explosives, and
communication equipment. Drones have also been used to smuggle weapons across the border into
Jammu. Pakistan has also been running several training camps for militants on its side of the LoC.
These camps provide militants with the skills needed to carry out insurgency operations, including
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combat training, explosives handling, and guerrilla warfare tactics.(Ministry of External Affairs, 19
January 2004).

When Pakistan felt that the issue in Kashmir is dying after the removal of article 370, it started
thinking about the alternatives to keep the problem alive, therefore new tools and techniques started
being employed by the terror and militant outfits in the state. Here, it is very crucial for India to
analyze new trends and find out the causes of recent developments to solve the issue.

The Changing Nature of Insurgency and Recent Developments

The recent increase in attacks in Jammu, particularly in districts like Doda, Kathua, and Reasi,
underscores a broader strategy to destabilize the region, which had been relatively peaceful compared
to the more volatile Kashmir valley. Recent violence in Jammu has seen an increase in targeted
attacks, such as assassinations of political figures and civilians, for example, in 2021, several targeted
killings of members of minority communities, including the Sikh and Hindu populations, highlighted
a shift towards more localized and individual-focused violence. It is also observed that this target
killing is focused on Hindu’s and minorities. (CLAWS, 2022)

In October 2021, a civilian was shot dead in the Shopian district of Jammu and Kashmir. This targeted
attack on a civilian, particularly one from a minority community, exemplifies a shift towards
communal targeting intended to instigate fear and sectarian tensions. (VOA News, 8 October 2022).
It is important to understand new tools and tactics adopted by these groups in recent attacks.

Use of improvised explosive devices(IED’s): In March 2021, a low-intensity IED blast occurred in
Jammu’s Narwal area, targeting a civilian location. Such attacks are increasingly common, as they
disrupt public life and create an environment of fear without large-scale casualties. (The Hindu 22
January 2023).

Fragmentation of Militant Groups:The rise of new groups like The Resistance Front (TRF)
indicates fragmentation within the militant landscape. This group has claimed responsibility for
several attacks, including the assassination of a police officer in Bandipora in October 2021,
showcasing the rise of splinter factions. (The Times of India, 12 October 2021)

Focus on High-Impact, Soft Targets:The 2022 attack on a Hindu pilgrimage site in Jammu, where
several civilians were injured, exemplifies a shift toward targeting softer, high-impact locations to
maximize psychological and communal impact.

Cyber Recruitment and Propaganda: In early 2023, security agencies intercepted plans involving
social media recruitment by local militants, indicating that technology is increasingly utilized to
radicalize youth and plan attacks, as opposed to traditional face-to-face recruitment.

Coordinated Attacks on Security Forces:In August 2022, a coordinated attack on a police convoy
in the outskirts of Jammu resulted in casualties among security personnel. This reflects a strategic
approach where militants coordinate to strike at security forces using intelligence.

Infiltration from Across the Border:In September 2021, several infiltrators were neutralized near
the Line of Control (LoC) in Jammu. Intelligence reports indicated that these infiltrators were part of a
larger strategy to increase violent incidents in the region, demonstrating the increased mobility of
militants.
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Use of Drones for Attacks:In June 2021, an explosive-laden drone was used to target the Indian Air
Force base in Jammu. This incident marked a significant shift in tactics, showcasing the use of
technology to carry out attacks from a distance, complicating traditional security responses. (Robotics
India, 27 June 2021.

Increased Attacks on Security Personnel: In December 2022, a group of militants attacked a police
post in Rajouri, resulting in multiple injuries to security personnel. This incident illustrates the
continued focus on undermining security forces through ambushes and direct attacks (Yousuf, 2022).

Attacks during Religious Gatherings:In 2023, a grenade attack occurred during a religious
gathering in Jammu, injuring several attendees. Targeting places of worship during significant events
underscores the strategy of maximizing civilian casualties and social unrest.

Use of Low-Intensity Explosives:In May 2022, a series of low-intensity blasts were reported in
Jammu, primarily aimed at public places, causing panic without extensive damage. These types of
attacks signify a shift from high-casualty operations to creating an atmosphere of fear and insecurity.
(The Dispatch, 1 March 2024)

Increased attacks on security personnel: In December 2022, a group of militants attacked a police
post in Rajouri, resulting in multiple injuries to security personnel. This incident illustrates the
continued focus on undermining security forces through ambushes and direct attacks. Grenade
attacks: In 2023, a grenade attack occurred during a religious gathering in Jammu, injuring several
attendees. Targeting places of worship during significant events underscores the strategy of
maximizing civilian causalities and social unrest. (Deccan Herald, 7 March 2022).

Recruitment through social media:In early 2023, reports indicated that several local youth were
radicalized through social media platforms. Authorities tracked instances where online propaganda
was used to recruit individuals into militant activities, marking a departure from traditional
recruitment methods. (National Institute of Justice, 18 December 2023)

Mobility and Cross-Border Infiltration:In February 2023, security forces apprehended a group of
militants who had crossed over from Pakistan. This incident highlighted the ongoing infiltration
attempts and the collaboration between local militants and foreign elements. (Indian Express, 17
September 2023).

Increasing Population of Illegal Immigrants in Jammu

According to UNHCR, around 7000 Rohingya Migrants are residing in J&K. The growing number
have always worried the security agencies;therefore, the Union Home Ministry gave told the state
government to form a high-powered committee to identify the foreign nationals who are overstaying
in the state since 1 January 2011 (“Admn sets up panel to identify”, 2023)

In an effort of the government, counter-terrorism law enforcement agency conducted raids at 55
locations across the country, including Jammu and Kashmir on 7-8 November 2023. This operation
was “aimed at dismantling the illegal human trafficking support networks” and was successful in
arresting 44 people from different parts. In another effort, 39 more people were detained by the J&K
police on 18-19 December 2023, these people were found during a search in areas such as Kishtwar,
Poonch, Doda and Rajouri Districts (“39 people held in crackdown”, 2023).
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Hari Om (2017) raised a serious question regarding the settlement of Rohingyas in Jammu region by
calling it a big conspiracy. He stated that these people were occupying strategic locations in Jammu,
they have set up a market called the Burmese market here. Kunjwani terror attack was another such
case when terrorists attacked an Indian military base in Kunjwani. It was no coincidence that the
attack was conducted with the help of Rohingya migrants living in the nearby areas of Malik market
near Kunjwani Military base. Sometimes, drones are also spotted in some critical areas of Jammu,
which raises serious questions for the government and the local people.In the recent past, the shift in
insurgency has taken place from the Kashmir valley to the Jammu region, which is going to have a
long-term impact on the security system and social fabric of Jammu as well as the whole nation.

Ambushes and Coordinated Attacks

In January 2023, a police convoy was ambushed near the border in Jammu, resulting in multiple
casualties. This reflects a strategic shift towards coordinated attacks aimed at security personnel,
indicating organized planning and execution. (Times of India, 22 April 2023)

Regarding the recent developments in the state, the Minister of State for Home Affairs,
Shri Nityanand Raistated in a written response to a question asked in the parliament on 30" July 2024
that the Government’s policy against terrorism is zero tolerance. The approach of government is to
destroy the terror eco- system (which has been set long back after independence). Security measures
have been strengthened to maintain peace and stability in the valley.(Ministry of Home Affairs, 30
July 2024).

Ministry of Home Affairs (30 July 2024) mentioned various tools and techniques adopted by the
government to deal with recent challenges, primarily post removal of article 370. While,the
government took ‘effective and sustained actions against terrorism and its support system, dismantling
of terror ecosystem using comprehensive approach, targeting the terror finance, preventive operations
involve identifying the strategic supporters of terrorism, Multi-pronged strategy to prevent the illegal
inflow, enhancement of counter insurgency with special focus on modernization and strengthening of
security equipments, Round-the-clock Nakas at strategic locations, Intensified Search Operations,
intelligence sharing among different units’(Ministry of Home Affairs, 30 July 2024).

The data shows here that due to strict surveillance by central government on terrorist activities led to
decrease in insurgency activities. After the abrogation of article 370, traditional ways of attacking
have come down to almost zero. This is one of the reasons why terrorist organizations have come up
with new tactics of attack like killing the civilians, here it is to be noted that in half year only, 14
civilians have been killed, while security personnel were also targeted.

The changing nature of terrorist attacks in the Jammu region reflects a more complex and
adaptive insurgent strategy; these examples illustrate the evolving tactics and strategies of
terrorist groups in the Jammu region, characterized by targeted violence, the use of advanced
technology, and an emphasis on creating communal fear. Understanding these dynamics is
essential for effective counter-terrorism measures and ensuring the safety and security of the
region. Moreover, even if terrorist organizations have adapted new tactics but still there are
many examples of convention ways of attacks.

This shift in focus is partly attributed to the Indian government's intensified counterinsurgency
operations in Kashmir following the abrogation of Article 370 in August 2019. With enhanced
security measures and a crackdown on militancy in the Valley, terrorists have found it increasingly
difficult to operate there, leading them to target the more vulnerable and less fortified regions of
Jammu.The intent behind these attacks appears to be to disrupt potential assembly elections in Jammu
and Kashmir, sow fear among the population, and provoke communal unrest.

Overall, the recent developments in Jammu reflect a broader, more concerning trend of escalating
violence in a region that had previously seen fewer insurgent activities compared to Kashmir. The
security forces are now on high alert, but the evolving tactics and shifting focus of terrorist
organizations continue to pose significant challenges.

While, the government is continuously trying to deal with the challenges affiliated with the region it
has also faced several challenges in the recent developments. In Jammu, the focus of the government
has been on counter-terrorism efforts that include community policing and intelligence operations to
pre-empt localized attacks. For instance, initiatives to engage with local youth have been employed to
deter them from joining militant ranks.The Indian government's counter-terrorism strategies,
including military operations and intelligence gathering, aim to neutralize terrorist threats.

Organizations Involved in the Shift to Jammu

Jaish-e-Mohammed (JeM): JeM remains a key player in the insurgency, with its operatives
increasingly active in the Jammu region. The group continues to carry out high-profile attacks on
security forces and has been linked to several recent incidents in the area.Twelve security personnel,
including an Army captain and 10 civilians have died since January 1 in terror attacks in Jammu
region. (Hindustan Times, 18 July 2024).

A "fresh batch of terrorists”, who infiltrated the region in the last six months could be behind the
surge in terror attacks in Jammu, reported The Indian Express quoting people aware of the matter.
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This group, primarily comprised of recruits from Pakistan's Punjab and Khyber Pakhtunkhwa regions,
is suspected to be associated with the Jaish-e-Mohammed (JeM). (Hindustan Times, 18 July 2024).

Lashkar-e-Taiba (LeT): It has expanded its operations to include Jammu, utilizing cross-border
infiltration routes and leveraging local support networks. The group is known for its sophisticated
attacks and has been implicated in several major incidents in the region.June 2024, four significant
attacks took place, with one particularly deadly incident on June 9, when terrorists ambushed a bus
carrying Hindu pilgrims in Reasi district, resulting in the deaths of nine passengers and injuries to 33
others. These attacks are believed to be carried out by Pakistan-based terrorist groups like Lashkar-e-
Taiba (LeT), which has historically targeted Hindu-majority areas in Jammu to incite communal
violence. (First post, 10 June 2024) & (Mannes et al., 2011)

The Resistance Front (TRF): A relatively new group, TRF, is believed to be a front for LeT. TRF
primarily uses LeT funds for attacks. TRF came into existence after abrogation of Article 370,
initially operating as online entity. It has quickly become one of the most active militant organizations
in Jammu, employing a mix of traditional insurgent tactics and modern communication methods to
coordinate and publicize its activities. Direct attacks on Army personnel Six months later, it
transitioned into a physical group, merging terrorists from various outfits, including LeT. The
formation of TRF was a strategic move by Pakistan, under pressure from the Financial Action Task
Force (FATF) to clean up its terror funding activities. (ORF, 25 December 2021)

Other Emerging Groups: Other groups, such as the People's Anti-Fascist Front (PAFF) and Islamic
State in Jammu and Kashmir (ISJK), have also been involved in recent attacks in the region. These
groups, while smaller, add to the complexity of the insurgency by introducing new ideological
dimensions and tactics.

Conclusion

The conflict in Jammu has shifted towards localized, targeted violence, significantly different from
the organized insurgency seen in Kashmir. This evolution reflects changes in the social, political, and
economic landscapes of the region. Understanding these differences is crucial for developing
appropriate responses to the distinct challenges posed by the ongoing conflict in Jammu.Major reason
of shifting insurgency from Kashmir valley to Jammu is spread of terrorism and Pakistan supporting
terrorism. Also, after the abolition of Article 370, central government has more control over the
region. This has made difficult for terrorists to attack in conventional ways. All the activities are very
closely watched by government and Indian army.

Terrorist organizations are now aiming at minorities and Hindu community to create an environment
of fear. The role of terrorism in this transition cannot be understated. As extremist groups exploit local
discontent and socio-economic disparities, they have found fertile ground for recruitment and
radicalization in Jammu. This shift not only complicates the security landscape but also poses
significant challenges for governance and community cohesion.The abrogation of Article 370 has
acted as a catalyst for this transformation. The change in status has led to heightened surveillance,
increased military presence, and a reconfiguration of local governance, further complicating the
dynamics of insurgency.

To address the emerging challenges, a comprehensive strategy is essential. This strategy should
prioritize dialogue that includes diverse voices from both Kashmir and Jammu, ensuring that the
perspectives of marginalized communities are heard. Development initiatives that focus on economic
opportunities, education, and infrastructure are crucial to countering the allure of extremist ideologies.
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Furthermore, fostering community engagement can help rebuild trust between citizens and the state,
essential for long-term peace.

Ultimately, understanding the shifting patterns of insurgency in Jammu is vital for developing
effective policy responses. As the region grapples with these complexities, it is imperative for
stakeholders to adopt a nuanced approach that acknowledges the historical context while addressing
the immediate and underlying causes of unrest.Only through sustained efforts and collaborations can
the violence be diminished, paving the way for a more stable and inclusive future for all the country.

This study focuses on implementing this integrated approach in classroom settings for commerce
education. It examines the effectiveness of the model in improving academic achievement while
fostering holistic development in students. Through this exploration, the research aims to contribute to
the growing discourse on blending modern pedagogical innovations with traditional teaching
philosophies to achieve a balanced and meaningful education.

The results of the paired samples t-test indicate a significant difference in the academic performance
of commerce students taught using the integrated approach (ITM + Indian Studies) and those taught
using traditional methods. The mean score for the experimental group (74.05) was notably higher than
that of the control group (64.25), suggesting that students in the experimental group performed better

academically.

The p-value of 0.000, which is less than the typical significance level of 0.05, provides strong
evidence to reject the null hypothesis. This means that there is a statistically significant difference
between the academic performance of students taught using the integrated approach and those taught
using traditional methods. Therefore, the integration of Indian studies with ITM appears to have had a
positive impact on the academic performance of the students.

The results of the paired samples t-test for Ho: "The integration of Indian studies teaching
methodologies with ITM does not significantly enhance the holistic development of commerce
students" suggest that there is a significant difference in the holistic development of students between

the control group and the experimental group.
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The mean score for the experimental group (ITM + Indian Studies) is 74.90, which is higher than the
control group (Traditional Methods) mean of 60.18. This indicates that the students taught using the
integrated approach (ITM + Indian Studies) showed more improvement in their holistic development

compared to those taught with traditional methods.

The t-statistic of 27.296 and the p-value of 0.000 (which is much less than the typical significance
level of 0.05) provide strong evidence to reject the null hypothesis. This means that the integration of
Indian studies with ITM did significantly enhance the holistic development of commerce students,
leading to a measurable improvement in their overall growth.

18. Result and Discussion:

The findings of this study highlight the transformative potential of integrating ITM with Indian
studies teaching methodologies in commerce education. The significant improvement in academic
performance among students taught using the integrated approach suggests that inquiry-based learning
promotes active engagement, critical thinking, and analytical skills. These skills are particularly
important for commerce students, as they must navigate complex economic theories and real-world

business scenarios.

Moreover, the results for holistic development underscore the broader benefits of this integrated
approach. Indian studies teaching methodologies, rooted in experiential and value-based learning,
contribute to the all-around development of students by nurturing ethical decision-making, emotional
intelligence, and teamwork. This aligns with the growing emphasis on holistic education in
contemporary pedagogy, where success is not solely measured by academic scores but also by the

ability to apply knowledge ethically and responsibly.

The study also addresses a critical gap in traditional teaching methods, which often prioritize rote
learning over understanding and fail to prepare students for real-world challenges. with combining
ITM's inquiry-driven framework with the moral and cultural values of Indian studies, this integrated
approach offers a balanced educational model that aligns with the objectives of the National
Education Policy (NEP).
19. Implications for Practice
The results of this study have significant implications for educators and policymakers:
1. Curriculum Design: The integration of modern inquiry-based techniques with traditional
value-driven content can be adopted as a best practice in commerce education.
2. Teacher Training: Professional development programs should include training on ITM and
Indian studies methodologies to empower teachers with innovative pedagogical tools.
3. Policy Integration: Educational policies should promote teaching frameworks that blend

academic rigor with holistic development to prepare students for global and local challenges.
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20. Limitations and Recommendations for Future Research
While the results are promising, the study has certain limitations:

1. The sample size was limited to higher secondary students in a specific region, which may
affect the generalizability of the findings. Future research should involve larger and more
diverse populations.

2. The study focused on short-term outcomes; longitudinal studies are needed to examine the
long-term impact of this integrated approach on academic and personal growth.

3. Further exploration of the applicability of this framework across different subjects and
educational levels can expand its utility.
